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Help Keep our Airport Clean 
 
The illegal dumping of rubbish and contaminated 
waste is an ongoing issue for the Sydney Metro 
Airport Bankstown community.  Recently, an airport 
tenant employee witnessed some illegal dumping 
resulting in the dumper being charged.  The dumper 
is currently facing prosecution and potential fines of 
up to $250,000. 
 
The registration details of the vehicle involved were 
reported to the Airport and we have worked with the 
team at the Western Sydney Regional Illegal 
Dumping (RID) Squad to commence an 
investigation.  
 
From this information the Regional Illegal Dumping 
(RID) Squad was able to identify the dumper. As well 
as being required to clean up the site, the dumper is 
now facing prosecution under the NSW Protection of 
the Environment Operations Act 1997. 

 

The RID has been very successful to date in 
catching illegal dumping in Western Sydney. 
Investigations resulted in 37 clean-up notices and 
404 penalty notices being issued.  The RID Squad 
activity has resulted in around 50% of the illegally 
dumped waste being removed by offenders, an 
increase over previous years. 
 
Dumping creates problems for the Airport and the 
aviation community.  Unwanted waste has many 
safety implications such as attracting birds which 
create problems for aircraft safety, foreign object 
debris on runways and taxiways are potential 
hazards, and improperly disposed waste creates 
further operational and Occupational Health and 

Safety risks for the Airport.  Illegal dumped building 
waste also brings potential problems for the Airport.   

 
To help battle waste dumping on Bankstown Airport, 
we will be extending our video surveillance program 
to cover areas with public access.  

 
We encourage anyone who witnesses any dumping 
on the Airport, or other public place, to take note of 
the vehicle registration details and report it.  For any 
dumping witnessed on the Airport, please contact the 
Airport Environment Team on 8709 9409 and for all 
dumping off the Airport, the Western Sydney RID 
Squad can be contacted directly on 4732 7446.

Part of these plans will involve greater control of 
parking in public areas on the Airport to ensure that 
Airport tenants and customers have safe and easy 
access to work sites and businesses. 
 
Our car parking review will deliver a management 
plan that allows the introduction of improved traffic 
flow controls and the implementation of dedicated 
public and tenant staff car parking areas.  This review 
will also investigate the introduction of ‘park and pay’ 
and parking infringement management. 
 
Changes to parking will not be introduced without 
appropriate prior consultation with our customers.

CEO Message 
This week we will release for 
public comment Preliminary 
Drafts of our Master Plans for 
Bankstown and Camden 
Airports. 

The Bankstown Airport Draft 
Master Plan will retain and 
enhance Bankstown Airport’s 
role as the premier multi-use 
and General Aviation facility in 
New South Wales  

The Draft Plan preserves the 
three runway complex, along 

with supporting taxiways, engine run up bays and 
manoeuvring areas.  A total of 150.2 hectares of dedicated 
aviation land is preserved in the Draft Plan, with mixed use 
zones of another 21.9 hectares to allow additional growth 
and to protect existing long term aviation leases. 

This preserves operating and manoeuvring areas as well 
as providing opportunities for the forecast aviation traffic 
growth to 457,000 movements (on the basis of current 
GAAP operating procedures).  The Draft Plan removes the 
Ring Road and creates a mixed use zone in the north east

What is a Major Development 
Plan? 
 
A Major Development Plan (MDP) is plan, approved 
by the Minister, for developments that are considered 
“major” within the regulations. There are a number of 
circumstances for a proposal to require a MDP. For 
example if the budget exceeds $20M, includes the 
construction of a new runway or if the proposal 
creates a significant environmental or ecological 
impact it will require an MDP prior to proceeding.  
 

The detailed list can be found in Section 89 of the 
Airports Act 1996 and now also includes residential 
dwellings, community care facilities, pre-schools, 
primary, secondary or tertiary educational institutions, 
hospitals and some childcare facilities.  
These proposals cannot be assessed by BAL only.  
Prior to the Minister assessing a MDP the proposal 
must be under go formal consultation processes 
seeking public comment.

Development Application - 
School Development on 
Bankstown Airport 
 
Bankstown Airport Limited (BAL) has received and 
has been assessing an application for a school 
development between Birdwood Road and Link 
Road. As a result of the recent amendments to the 
Airports Building Regulations BAL is unable to further 
consider this application and the applicant has been 
advised to seek approval from the Minister through 
the MDP process.  
 

Amendments to Building 
Regulations 
 
BAL has received advice from The Hon Anthony 
Albanese, Minister for Infrastructure, Transport, 
Regional Development and Local Government on the 
Government’s policy position for the assessment of 
development applications for activities which may not 
be compatible with the aviation operations of airports. 
These new regulations, now approved by the 
Governor-General, require the preparation of a Major 
Development Plan (MDP) for submission to the 
Minister for these activities such as long-term 
residential facilities, residential aged or community 
care facilities, nursing homes, child care facilities 
(other than those designed principally for staff on the 
airport site), hospitals and schools.  
 
These amendments to the Regulations, effective from 
9 September 2009, will affect the processing 
requirements for some future development on the 
Airport.
